Due to chronic unemployment,
many Keralites choose to work
abroad. Jobs in the Persian Gulf
pay about $1 an hour and keep
men away from their families for
years. The income sent home for
their families helps to support
nearly one Kerala resident in
three.

Migrant earnings boost Kerala’s
economy by almost 25%, leading
to increased economic growth in
well populated cities. However,
rural India still suffers in poverty.
Women and children bare the
greatest burden.

Neatly 120 million women in

India live in poverty. Fighty
four percent of India’s eco-
nomically active women derive
their livelihood from agricul-
ture. Their work houts are

long and arduous.

Indian women and children
receive little health care and
families tend to educate boys
before gitls.

We Care International began
as a desire to provide a home
for children. Out of necessity
it expanded to include mothers
and other homeless and ne-
glected persons.

We Care now provides hous-
ing to several displaced and
impoverished people, enabling
them to participate, contribute
and become valuable members
